LOCKSS www.lockss.org
This service (Lots Of Copies Keep Stuff Safe) allows libraries to collect subscribed journal content and store it locally for delivery to
patrons in the event of the content being unavailable from the publisher website.

CLOCKSS www.clockss.org
CLOCKSS is a joint venture between publishers and libraries to preserve scholarly content for the benefit of all. The service uses LOCKSS
technology to store multiple copies of digital content in a distributed archive housed at sites across the globe.

Portico www.portico.org
Launched in 2005, the Portico electronic archiving service creates and stores archival versions of books, journals and other scholarly
content. More than 80 publishers are currently participating in Portico.

Both Portico and CLOCKSS are dark archives designed to offer access to electronic journals only after a ‘trigger event’ such as:
e apublisher ceases operation
® ajournal ceases publication and is no longer accessible online

COUNTER www.projectcounter.org
COUNTER sets the standards for usage reports so that they are consistent among publishers.
You can view COUNTER-compliant reports for your library by logging in at stats.iop.org /counter.

The IOP COUNTER reports service is hosted by I0P’s partner, MPS Technologies on their website MPS Insight. MPS Insight has passed
an independent COUNTER audit and provides the new reports and functionality required by COUNTER Release 3.

The functionality of the new service is much more user friendly, with over 96% of the librarians testing the service rating it as ‘easy’ or
‘very easy’ to use.

Shibboleth

Shibboleth is an open-source software package that enables web single sign-on. It allows users to sign-in to multiple resources using
the same ID and password whether they are on or off campus. This is making access much easier for all and once fully utilized, should
increase usage to subscribed services.

IOP has joined the UK Access Management Federation and RENATER (French Shibboleth federation). Testing is currently underway
with RedIRIS (Spanish Shibboleth federation). In 2010 IOP will continue working with other international federations in response to
demand from IOP’s customer base.

Please note that access via Athens and IP addresses is still available for institutions who are not Shibboleth compliant.
